 The use of plastics at various events has become a practice that everyone is highly
engaged in. Despite knowing the impact it has on the planet, our negligence and
irresponsible attitude towards our environment is affecting not just human lives but
everyone living in it. A time has come where we need to shift towards a healthy
practice and do our bit in keeping our environment plastic free. To begin with, we can
start using eco-friendly products.

Considering the environmental
problems, an initiative has been taken by
the Nangrima SHG, under the leadership
of President, Mijit Marak and Secretary,
Prothoni Sangma. This SHG comprising
of 10 members, work towards a
sustainable and eco-friendly business
that is by making food plates out of
Areca leaves. 

THE USE OF ARECA LEAVES BY THE NANGRIMA SELF HELP GROUP
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The process starts by collecting dry areca leaves and leaving it to further dry up for a
minimum of three days. After this comes the process of turning these dried leaves into
a fine product in the form of biodegradable food plates that can be used at various
events and occasions.

In order to improve and polish their
work, the members of this SHG have
attended various trainings related to
making such bio-degradable plates.
Further, to make things easier, this
group has invested in a cutting
machine which can reduce
manpower and helps in turning these
dry leaves into fine products which
are then eventually sold in the
market.

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Although their initiative has somewhat proven to be
successful in terms of saving the environment, however
they have not been able to generate much income due to
the lack of marketing knowledge. Undeterred, these
women are putting on an effort to sell and showcase their
products at various events.

Their story is proof that humans just need to look up to
nature to provide for our needs without causing harm to the
environment. The women of Nangrima SHG turned towards
towards mother nature and are aspiring to be financially
stable as they make use of the available gifts in a sustainable
manner that is freely available.

In their journey as a small group they have been able to get funds from final Institution
and Village Organization, and through this they have been able to scale up their
business further. Their eco-friendly food plates  come in two sizes, of which a smaller
one is sold at 4 rupees per piece while the bigger one at 7 per piece.

GREEN (Grassroot level Response towards Ecosystem Enhancement and Nurturing)
Meghalaya Scheme under Payment For Eco-System Services (PES) model is meant to
support villages, communities, clans or individuals who commit to conserve and protect
Natural Forests for a minimum period of 30 years.
Villages, communities, clans or individuals that have a minimum of 2 Hectares of
Natural Forest, including pine trees and natural bamboo reserves, are eligible under this
scheme.
